Sometimes you read something that strikes a chord, creates an “aha” moment, or provides an important reminder 
of what your life and work are all about.  That was the case for me several years ago when I read an article that 
described the mission of the church as the one Jesus gave his followers in his last post-resurrection appearance in 
Matthew’s Gospel, when he said, “Go, and make disciples.”  That’s the central purpose Jesus has given all of us 
– to “make disciples.”   
 

The article acknowledged that in the church we have many missions to accomplish and jobs to do in order to 
accomplish them.  Yet, it said that our overall mission is to invite, support, guide, and nurture people as followers 
of Jesus, in other words, to “make disciples.”  Every mission we seek to accomplish and every task we must do in 
order to accomplish them is an opportunity for “making disciples.” 
 

It’s easy to forget that mission.  We can get so focused on our particular mission that it’s easy to forget the one 
we all share – to “make disciples” for Jesus.  Most of us are busy people, so it’s easy to look at our mission or 
task in terms of the quickest, easiest way to get it done, (do it myself, or involve the same people who’ve always 
done it, or ask the ones I think most likely to say “yes”).  After all, it takes more time to invite and recruit new 
people, as well as to help them learn to do the task or share in the mission; besides that, they are “unknown,” and 
we may not feel as comfortable working with them as we are with the familiar “old hands.” 
 

But when we do that, when we fail to invite and encourage new people to share in this work, we may accomplish 
our particular mission or task and do it very well but have neglected our overall, central mission – making 
disciples for Jesus.  There’s a tremendous cost to that neglect.  People are denied the opportunity to learn and 
grow in faith, to find joy in service, and to come to know and love one another as part of our faith family.  The 
church is denied the gifts we need to most fully be the body of Christ and do his work in the world.   
 

God has blessed each of us with a unique and wondrous variety of gifts.  None of us have all the gifts needed to 
be Christ’s body and do his work, but together, when everyone is invited and all share theirs fully, we do. 
 

That’s why it’s important for us to see the decision to more strictly interpret what the Safe Church Policy, 
provided by the UCC Insurance Board, has always said about our work with children – that where participants 
are not readily visible there will be not fewer than two people present with children and youth – as an 
opportunity, an opportunity to “make disciples.”  It’s an opportunity to invite new people to learn and grow in 
faith and fellowship as they serve in our Sunday School, by having two adults present in every classroom.  It’s an 
opportunity to receive new gifts and do more things that will strengthen that important work, as those two people 
share their gifts, together.  It’s an opportunity for our faith family to be strengthened as children experience love 
and care and learning from more adults and as adults receive the joy and blessing of knowing, loving, and being 
loved by our wonderful children.    
 

Christian Education Director Carolyn Shroyer and the Christian Education Committee will be inviting many 
more of us to share in this new opportunity to share many special blessings, to strengthen our ministry to our 
children, as well as our faith family.  There will be opportunities to work with children of all ages, from the 
youngest to senior high youth.  I hope you’ll consider saying “yes,” to sharing your gifts, growing as a disciple 
yourself, and helping Bethany more fully become the body of Christ, through the gifts and the work we share, 
together.
