Property Committee will begin remodeling another restroom in the Christian Education wing.

Then, too, some things need to continue, regardless of the season:

Gathering to give God thanks and praise in worship.

Caring for the sick and homebound.

Maintaining and improving our building.

Giving in gratitude for God’s blessings and to support God’s work in and through our faith family.

I’m mindful, as we move through this time of seasonal transition in our ministry and mission, of the many
people who share their gifts of time, talent, and treasure to enable us to work together in ways that truly serve
God by serving one another and our neighbors in Jesus’ name.

On Pentecost we were reminded that the Holy Spirit gives the gifts that enable ministry and mission. Those
gifts are rich and varied; they need to be in order for us to be able to be Christ’s body and do his work. Too
often, the more unique, sensational, dramatic gifts receive our attention. And, indeed, they are important and
we need to be grateful for them. Yet, what is even more important are the less-noticed gifts that enable us to do
Christ’s work day in and day out are the gifts of commitment, self-discipline, patience, willingness to show up
and “be there,” and to make difficult decisions when the choices aren’t clear or easy.

So, as we move into summer, | invite you to join me in thanking God for the spiritual gifts that enable every
aspect of our ministry, but especially the often unsung, on-going work of our committees and to extend that
thanks as well to the many, many people who humbly and faithfully do it.

Chapel Hill Community

Don’t forget, May is Chapel Hill Community month; give what you can. Chapel Hill is one of 55
communities affiliated with United Church Homes; serving over 2,400 older adults and employing 1300. You
may be interested to know that Mary Seymour is the treasurer of United Church Homes Board of Directors.

| think you all know that it is one of our UCC church communities, the closest one, in Canal Fulton, OH. Its
purpose is to provide primarily older adults with Christian caring and quality service. To say that they have
succeed is an understatement; the site is beautiful and the staff patient and loving. Chapel Hill was dedicated
June 21, 1964, the second community in the system. Fairhaven in Upper Sandusky was the first, began in
1920 and later renamed as Fairhaven, a home for 7 residents!

In 2008 we became excited about starting to raise money so they could obtain a new van to take residents and
their wheelchairs for excursions into the area. Apparently many of you agreed as we gave over $1000 during
the month, almost double what we normally give. | am pleased to report that our money, along with that from
other churches, and some grants, have made it possible for Chapel Hill to buy a large van than can hold 6 — 8
seated passengers and 4 wheelchairs. It is brand new and beautiful, with a super nice paint job. In addition
they have a van, about the size of our church van that can hold a few people and one wheel chair. This can be
used to take residents to doctors’ appointments etc. The vans are in use and the residents are very excited.
They have made trips to Swenson’s, Wendy’s, to an auto museum in Canton, and other places.

In view of this information, and in consideration of the difficult economic conditions, we will direct our
giving to the Life Enrichment fund that annually provides financial help for those in need. Over the years an
average of 350 United Church Homes residents have received some form of financial assistance. Since Chapel
Hill is a Christian ministry, some services are provided that for profit communities may not provide. These
include a full time Chaplain, regular worship services, and spiritual consultation. Medicaid does not cover
these things.

Please give what you can as Chapel Hill is a wonderful facility where many of our members and friends are or
have been residents. To quote their literature: “Because of these charitable contributions, we have never had
to ask a resident to leave for lack of funds.”

We do not have any special offering envelopes for this offering, so use your regular offering envelope, or one
of the special envelopes located in the pews; just mark it accordingly. Please try to make your offering during
the month of May.
